It has a spritzy mouthfeel and lingering vanilla
note and the beer finishes crisply with an
edge of cirtusy tartness from the hops.

Invercargill Brewery B.man (pilsner)

In both the aroma and palate, biscuity sweet
malt provides a luscious canvas on which the
hops play and their citrusy, passionfruit
flavours lead to a dry finish.

Invercargill Brewery Stanley Green (pale ale)
The aroma is sweet and well balanced with
gentle herbal fruitiness. Being medium
bodied there a creamy, sweet and savoury
maltiness followed by a leafy hop note and
finish.

Invercargill Brewery Pitch Black (stout)

The aroma and palate are rich and inviting
with suggestions of sweet caramel and
chocolate. Smooth and creamy with a hint of
hop dryness.

The Rocks Lager (lager)

Made by the award winning Invercargill
Brewery especially for The Rocks, this
european style lager is crisp and clean. Made
using the Wakatu hop it has been brewed as
a single malt style, single hop lager.

Emersons Pilsner (pilsner)

Emerson's Pilsner has an overt fruitiness that
begs comparison with Marlborough's world -
beating Sauvignon Blanc’s. The beer’s palate

shows a hint of early malt sweetness but
the ROCKS

develops a lengthy dry finish



Emersons 1812 Pale Ale (pale ale)

Medium bodied, the palate first offers a
marmalade-like combination of ripe citrus and
caramelised malts before resiny hops come to
the fore and lead into a lingering dry finish.

Emersons Bookbinder (new world ale)
Bookbinder has a sweet, perfumy, malt and hop
aroma with a soft, malty, fruit and vinous palate
that is both full flavoured and refreshing with a
long, gently drying finish.

Macs Spring Tide (low carb lager)

With the natural brewing process and extended
fermentation, you'll enjoy the clean, dry taste
and bitter finish of Spring Tide. With notes of
pear and bubblegum from the yeast, the addition
of four different hops push the malt taste to the
far reaches of your mouth, creating a character
rare in a beer this dry.

Macs Gold (lager)

The golden hue of Mac's Gold comes from Crystal
malt, a malted barley that has been caramelised
during a malting process. This produces a darker,
more flavoursome malt. The sweetness from the
malt is balanced out by Pacific Jade Hops and a
light, fruity character is produced by the Mac's
yeast.

Macs Great White (wheat beer)

As with traditional wheat beers, Great White
uses a specialty Belgian yeast strain to add the
characteristic spicy clove flavour and aroma
typical of Belgian white style beers. Enjoy the
traditional wheat beer flavours of orange peel
and coriander - however you'll also detect
aromas of bubblegum, banana, turkish delight,
rose petals and raspberry.
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Rosebud
Vanilla vodka, passion fruit, cranberry and
pineapple juice. Shaken and served straight up.

Purple Haze
Blue Curacao, vanilla Galliano, lychee liquor and
raspberry shaken and topped with Lemonade.

Moscow Mule

A Long refreshing drink of:

Fresh Lime, sugar, white rum shaken and topped
with ginger beer.

Cosmo
A classic blend of Vodka, Cointreau, lime and
cranberry juice. Finished with burnt orange zest.

Essentially Hilton
Fresh Raspberries, limes, Sugar, raspberry vodka,
vanilla Galliano and L&P.

Daiquiri

Traditional, strawberry or passion fruit, blended
or straight up. Have it your way

Fresh Lime, white rum, and sugar.

Toblerone
A blend of Frangelico, Baileys, Kahlua, honey and
cream.

Margarita
Tequila, lime, Cointreau and sugar. Straight up,
blended or on the rocks. Served with a salt rim.

Japanese Slipper

Originally served as a "Hair of the dog" morning
drink. It contains sugar, water, bourbon and
bitters (bitters being the patented medicine,
circa 1800s).

Typical fresh fruit characters from
Hawkes Bay chardonnay such as
grapefruit and melon are unencumbered
with the minimal use of oak, in a Chablis
vein. The wine is rich and round, with
soft acidity and attractive sweet fruit.
